Players must live or work in the state of Minnesota. Players do not have to play together as an intact team during the regular 
season. They may be formed speci�cally for this tournament. O�cial roster form must be turned in at tournament check-in. 
Teams may “bat the bench”. Teams can be composed of players who are 35 or 50 and over as of December 31 of the current 

year. (Exception: Masters 35+ and 50+ are allowed up to three 30+ or 45+ players on their respective 35+ or 50+ teams.)
